Applicant is issued with a person with disability 

registration card at no cost 

The applicant submits a copy of the persons with 

disability medical assessment report to the National 

Council for Persons with Disabilities.  

Other requirements 

· Copy of the National identity card  

· A passport size photograph. 

The Director of Medical Services (DMS) within 3 

months of receiving the PWDMAR report, issues a 

recommendation for registration. 

A medical team assesses the applicant and 

prepares a Persons with Disability Medical 

Assessment Report (PWDMAR) 

Book an appointment for assessment  

Requirements 

¨ Medical Report, , X-rays, CT Scans and MRI 

¨ A copy of the national identity card 

¨ A passport size photograph 

¨ Payment of Ksh 600, 

Visit a level 3, 4 or 5 Hospital
